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Residence Procedures

Foreign nationals must obtain an
approval for a change of their status of
residence (visa) if they get involved in
activities different from those engaged
in under the current visa. An example
may be a foreign student who leaves
school and finds work in Japan.

Those who seek to continue their
current activities permitted under the
present status of residence beyond the
permitted period of stay are required to
get a permit for renewal (such as foreign
students wishing to continue their
study.)

Re-entry permits or others must be
applied for by the applicant in person to
the competent Immigration Bureau (or
the district immigration office).

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Residence Card

Residence card is to be issued to foreign
nationals of mid- or long-term residence
in Japan upon granting landing
permission, permission to change the
status of residence or approval of
renewal of the period of stay.

The residence card is effective as your
identification card, and those over 16
years of age are required to carry it any

(1) Extension of Period of Stay
When you renew the period of stay,before
your new residence card expires, you are
required to go to the Immigration
Bureau(or the district immigration office)
and fill out the necessary documents. For
those who have a residence card that is
valid for more than 6 months, the
application can be accepted about 3
months prior to the expiry date.
Commission fee is 4000yen.

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(2) Changing Status of Residence
In case you aim to end your activity
permitted under your current status of
your residence card to initiate a different
activity that falls under a different status
of residence, you are required to apply for
the change of your status of residence. The
commission fee is 4000 yen.

(3) Acquiring Status of Residence for
Newborn Children
Babies born in Japan are required within
the next 30 days and to apply for a
residential status at the Immigration
Bureau (the district office) (not required if
the family moves out of the country within
60 days after birth. )

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(4) Permanent Residence

Those seeking for permanent residence in
Japan are required to get permission for
permanent residence. Application is to be
submitted to the Immigration Bureau (the
district office). Commission fee of 8000 yen
will become payable upon approval of the
application.

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(5) Permission to Engage in Activities
Other Than Previously Granted
Those whose Status of Residence is listed
as ryigaku (Foreign Student) or shiigaku
(Pre-college Student) are not permitted to
work, but can apply to Immigration
Bureau for “Permission to Engage in
Activity Other Than that Permitted under
the Status of Residence Previously
Granted” and work part-time, within the
following restrictions:

Activities other than permitted under
Student Visa

Time Limits

+ 28hrs/wk (8 hrs/day)

Restrictions on Places of Work

(Prohibited types of employment)

Work in adult entertainment or related
businesses are prohibited. Examples
include bars, cabarets, or pachinko

parlors.

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(6)Applying for Re-Entry Permits

If you leave the country without “Re-entry
Permit”, you are required to apply for
certificate of Eligibility and have an entry
visa issued upon your return to Japan. In
the case of not returning back to Japan
within a year, you must receive a “re-entry
permit” from the Immigration Office
Bureau before leaving the country. A
single re-entry permit costs 3000 yen, or
that for multiple times costs 6000 yen.
After payment, you will receive a seal of
verification for re-entry on your passport.
The validity period for the “re-entry”
permit is up to 5 years within the current
validity of your residence card. The
residential status will become invalid
unless re-entry is conducted within this

period.

“Deemed” re-entry permits

Those who hold valid passports and
residence card are allowed to re-enter
Japan within a year after leaving Japan
without re-entry permits. However , these
whose expiry date of the period of stay
comes before one year after leaving Japan
are allowed to re-enter Japan only up to it
is expirydate without re-entry permits.
Please note that your residential status in
Japan will become invalid unless re-entry
occurs within the expiration date of
deemed re-entry permit after leaving.

residence card when you leave Japan.
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(7) Changing Other Details

Changes to personal details except place of
residence (e.g. name, date of birth, gender,
a country or region of your nationality,
etc.) be the
Immigration Bureau within 14 days of

If Residence Card 1is lost, stolen, or
soiled to the extent which
changes can no longer be added to it, it is
required to report to the police of the loss
and to receive an acceptance certificate.

(9) Returning Resident Card to Authorities

In case the holder has passed away,
relatives or people living in the same
residence are to return the Residence card
on the deceased’s behalf to the nearest
Immigration Bureau within 14 days after
death.
