Single Re-entry Permit costs 3000 yen, or
that for multiple times costs 6000 yen.
After payment, you will receive a seal of
verification for re-entry on your passport.
The validity period for a Re-entry Permit
is up to 5 years within the current validity
of your Residence Card.

“Deemed” Re-entry Permits

(9) Returning Resident Card to Authorities
In case the holder has passed away,
relatives or people living in the same
residence are to return the Residence Card
on the deceased’s behalf to the nearest
Immigration Bureau within 14 days after
the death. If those relatives and others are
leaving Japan permanently, they are to
return it to immigration authorities at the
port of departure.

Enrollment procedures can be completed
at the same municipal office where you
registered as a resident. Those enrolled
in the Employees’ Pension Insurance
(Kosei Nenkin) or in the Mutual Aid
Pension Program (Kyosai Kumiai) do not
have to enroll.
