Renting Private Property

Home seekers generally consult real
estate agents in the local area to find
rental property that meets desired
location, budget and size. It is advisable
to visit the agents with someone who
can speak Japanese and bring some
form of identification, such as
Residence Card.

Please make sure to visit and check the
property before signing any contracts.
After confirming the property is right
for you, a lease contract (Chintaishaku
Keiyaku) needs to be signed. Ensure
you fully understand the details of the
contract: signing is deemed to be your
agreement with the entire contents.
Finalization of the contract usually
requires you to complete the initial
payment such as Deposit (Shikikin) and
to get the joint surety. Agencies may
require copies of the Certificate of
Status of Residence, and/or other items.

Public Housing

An initial application fee as a deposit to reserve the property until
finalization of the contract. It is usually considered as part of the
contract fee, but make sure prior to the signing the contract if this is

refundable after cancellation. (7etsukekin is often not refundable.)
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Electricity
How to Start Using
Contact the electricity supplier which
covers your area before moving into your
new apartment to ensure that you can
use electricity from the move-in day.
(See p.59 for detail)
Payments
Electrical bills are based on your usage
calculated by a meter attached to each
household. An invoice (bill) for this
amount is posted to the householder.
Payments can be made at financial
institutions (e.g. banks), by credit card,
or you can arrange to have automatic
transfer payments directly debited
from your account. (See p.83 for detail)

Disconnecting

Inform the electricity company at least
three or four days before moving out of
your accommodation. The bill can be
settled by paying the bill in the usual
way, or you can arrange to have it sent
to your new address. If leaving Japan,
a staff member will come on the day of
moving out for you to pay in cash.
Circuit Breakers / Fuses

If too much electricity is used at one
time, exceeding the limit on set by
contract, circuit breakers will
automatically cut off all power. To turn
the power back on, turn off and
disconnect the appliance(s) that caused
the overload and reset the circuit
breaker by pushing the lever up (to the

ON position.)

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Gas Supply

Types of Gas Supplies and How to Start
Using

Depending on location, gas is either
supplied through piping to the gas
network, or delivered in propane
cylinders. Each supply type has
different gas fittings.

To connect to the gas network, inform
the gas companies listed below of the
starting date of your use. A staff
member will turn on your gas meter,
inspect your equipment and explain
how to use it. Propane gas (LPG) is also
widely used. Contact your local gas
delivery,

supplier to arrange for

inspection of equipment. Ask your
landlord or real estate agent for the

local supplier’s contact information.

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Payments

Gas bills, like electrical bills, are based
upon how much gas is used.
Payments can be debited monthly from
a bank account, by credit card, or
deposited at financial institutions such
as banks, post offices. (See p.83 for
detail on direct debiting.)

Disconnecting

Inform the gas company of the
suspension date two or three days prior
to your moving out. A staff member will
come to turn off the supply and settle
the unpaid bill.

Caution: Gas Leaks

Chemicals are added to the gas to make
it easy to smell in the event of a gas
leak. If you smell a gas leak, turn off
the gas immediately and open all
windows. Do not use naked flames or
electronic equipment until all traces of
the gas have disappeared.

If gas is used in a confined space for a
long period of time, imperfect
combustion can occur, and this can
lead to carbon monoxide poisoning.

If you notice any irregularities in the
gas supply, contact the gas company’s
24-hour number immediately to have

your supply and equipment tested.
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Water Supply

How to Start Using

Inform the local municipal office in
advance of starting or stopping water
use by moving in or out.

It is safe to drink the water straight
from the faucet/tap.

Water rates vary depending on the area
of the property. In areas with a
sewerage system installed, an extra

charge for the sewerage will be added.

Payments

As with other utility bills, water rates
can be debited directly from an account,
by credit card, or paid at financial
(See p.83 for detail on
direct debiting.)
