How to use a bus service

Bus has two doors for the entrance and the
exit. After you get on the bus, you have to
take a numbered ticket from the ticket
dispenser. When the bus is approaching to
your destination, you have to inform the bus
driver by pushing the button nearest to you.
Before getting off the bus, you pay the fare
at the exit. The amount of the fare will be
calculated according to the distance you
commute. The amount will be displayed on
the screen at the front of the bus
corresponding to your ticket number. You
insert the fare together with the ticket in the
farebox.

There are some buses which charge flat-rate.
On this type of buses, you have to pay the
fare at the entrance just after getting on.
When using IC card (ICOCA), touch your
card to the reader upon both boarding and
getting-off.
